Reflection by Fr. Michael Tate 

In the Hebrew scripture, Israel is spoken of as the Vineyard of 
God. We can say that now the Church is the vineyard of God. 
God is the Landlord, we are the tenants.  

It is our job to faithfully tend it and make sure it bears good 
fruit. If we are unfaithful, then God will find other people to 
carry on his plan, other tenants to tend his vineyard. 

Certainly, we see that within the Universal Church. With the 
decline of the Eurocentric church, who has God turned to as 
new tenants for his vineyard? Look at the surging numbers of 
Catholics in sub-Sahara Africa, Nigeria, the Philippines, Korea. 
The persecuted Church in Vietnam and China is surviving and 
growing despite the severity of oppression. 

I think we may agree that the vineyard of the Church in      
Australia is not as fruitful as it could be. This is a challenge for 
us. It is wonderful to see the energetic work of the new       
immigrants and refugees in our parishes (including the Bishop 
of Parramatta!). 

We could pause for a moment to commit to taking up the 
privilege and duty to work in the vineyard of the Church.
