The Readings Today invite us to rejoice as we consider the

gifts that God desires to give, so that nothing may stand in the way of our
relationship with him. As you come into God’s presence, try to bring to mind
whatever obstacles may have blocked you from relationship with Christ this
week. Also thank God for any moments of deep faith and consolation as you
prepare yourself for receiving his Word.

The author of Samuel, in the First Reading, reminds us that God always
provides for the welfare of his people. But, in choosing David, the last in line
for a position of authority, God shows that he judges by standards that are
not of this world.

In the Psalm we see this same David pondering the anxieties that often
accompany a call from God. Reflection upon his own life leads to his response
of trust in the Shepherd who is always faithful and gives whatever is truly
needed for walking the right path.

The Second Reading shows how, as disciples, we live in the light of grace
given in Christ Jesus. This gives us strength to uphold truth and justice regard-
less of the standards of the society at large.

In the Gospel we see an unnamed and overlooked blind man receiving help
from Jesus. The man is moved to faith by his healing and remains faithful to
his belief in Jesus, his Lord. Like the sheep, the blind man hears Jesus' voice.
Like the shepherd, Jesus finds the blind man when he has been cast out.
