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As autumn leaves fall, that “dearest freshness” often as-
sociated with spring, is still there — visible in our own gar-
dens as winter vegetables begin to shoot. This week,
plant some seeds, preferably with a child, sharing the
wonder of what occurs: peas and broad beans work very
well. Appearing dried up and wrinkled they can be put in
the earth now and in about 10 days that bright green,
dearest freshness will emerge like magic and there will be
the promise of vegetables to come. Sowing the wonder of
such growth, as well as kicking through some autumn
leaves with a child helps ensure delight in, and respect
for, creation. Silver beet, broccoli and cauliflower are also
good to put in now; buying punnets may be easier than
planting seeds but you do miss some of the magic. Happy
autumn gardening. Meanwhile, don’t forget that you can
still sign the “Sacred People Sacred Earth” statement on
the ARRCC website so your name is on the petition at the
U.N. meeting on climate in November.
