GOSPEL REFLECTION

Jesus condemns the scribes who parade their wealth and
seek trappings of earthly power and glory. Whilst parading
their wealth and feasting at banquets, they are also taking
advantage of those in need. We often hear widows and
orphans named in the scriptures as those in need. Widows
and orphans (and strangers in the land) are marked out
for special attention in the Scriptures. They are named as
deserving of special care — the lost and broken of society.
So despite holding a special place in Jewish Law and tradi-
tion, the widows are being taken advantage of by the
scribes, who are taking over their property for their own
gain. One of the duties of the scribes was to administer
the proper payment of Temple taxes. The treasury re-
ferred to in the passage is the Temple treasury. Rather
than a great act of generosity, we can now see the wid-
owQ@ payment of Temple tax as a burdensome, heart-
wrenching obligation to pay the very last coins she had to
a corrupt, uncaring system. We usually read praise into
JesusQcomments about the widow@ offering, but it can
also be read as moral outrage at the system that demands
this woman pay all that she possesses to the Temple.

FAIR DINKUM EFFORT NEEDED - COP26 finally arrived
and | feel angry, ashamed and powerless as Australia be-
grudgingly offered so little, agreeing to net zero emissions
by 2050 — but no new Oplané to sacrifice anything by 2030
despite the glossy booklet waved at us all. Business con-
tinues as usual — that means stalling climate business, fur-
ther assured by the arrival of coal advocate, Keith Pitt,
into cabinet to argue against cutting emissions. And can
you believe that part of AustraliaQ plan depends on new
technologies not yet invented to achieve some of our
promised cuts?

In his speech to COP26, Mr. Morrison claimed climate
change would not be solved by those in the room (i.e. pol-
iticians) but rather by technology, scientists, entrepre-
neurs etc. He, however, is not listening to the scientists
and entrepreneurs! 1tQ our politicians who are fostering a
gas-led recovery rather than sustainable development. It
does seem hopeful that we are promising $500 million to
help developing nations deal with climate change. But un-
til we stop dealing in and exporting fossil fuels, we are
continuing to create degradation!

To try to get some fair dinkum climate action from our
federal government, | am going to sign The Australian In-
stitute Petition. | encourage you to sign too at http://
nb.australiainstitute.org.au You then need to select Initia-
tives and Petitions. It is directed at the Prime Minister
clearly calling for a 50% cut in emissions by 2030 and
claiming the promise to commit to net zero emissions by
2050 is a Ofraudé while we continue to expand our coal
and gas emissions.

Our normal Mass schedule has resumed with the addition
of an extra Mass every Saturday morning at 9.15am at
Mother of God.

Currently, to attend Mass, those over 16 must be fully
vaccinated and have their certificate (either digital or
paper version or a medical exemption).

When the State reaches its goal of 90% of over M i flly
vaccinated (expected around 24th November) there will
be further rule changes.

For example full vaccination (of everyone over 12) will
be required for all attending most Masses and there will
no longer be any limit on the number of people permit-
ted at those fully vaxed Masses.

At that time we may also designate the Saturday morn-
ing Mass as a Mass that anyone can attend no matter
what their vaccination status is, though numbers attend-
ing will still be restricted by government regulation.

For those who still feel unable to attend Mass | encour-
age you to use the online Masses provided by our Cathe-
dral.
